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A major, an inescapable goal of educational institutions is to broaden the perspective of human beings – to develop a truly functional empathy – to free human beings from the constrictions of ignorance, superstition, hostility, and other forms of inhumanity. Jane Elliot's contribution, as described in William Peter's A Class Divided, Then and Now demonstrates that it is possible to educate and produce a class of human beings united by understanding, acceptance, and empathy.  
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
